6. I can make connections between the development of Egyptian architecture and that of modern societies by describing its significance and impact on its corresponding society.

8. I can compare and contrast those teachings and beliefs with my personal and cultural values and beliefs.

9. I can define tyranny, oligarchy, dictatorship and democracy in my own words, citing examples of each.

14. I can compare and contrast those traditions with traditions that I’m familiar with. (Or with modern traditions.)

15. I can identify the lasting impact that these scholarly and artistic advances have in today’s society.

16. I can identify political and cultural problems prevalent in the early civilizations of China and how Confucius wanted to change them.

17. I can identify modern day political and cultural problems and infer the solutions Confucius would propose.

18. I can identify the location of and the political and geographic reasons for the growth of Roman territories and expansion of the empire, including how the empire promoted economic growth through the use of currency and trade routes.

19. I can identify and discuss the legacies of Roman art, architecture, technology, science, literature, language, and law.
